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January 31: Copenhagen Accord
Deadline. Current pledges under the
Accord are unlikely to keep global
temperatures from rising above 2
degrees Celsius, although over 80% of
global emissions are covered in the
agreement.

March 31: High-Level
Advisory Group on
Climate Change
Financing. London, UK.
Experts from around the
world were assembled by
UN Secretary-General
Ban Ki-moon to develop a
strategy for increasing the
level of funding for
addressing global climate
change.

November 29-
December 10:
COP16/MOP6.
Cancun, Mexico.
Momentum from
Copenhagen will
likely help
deliver critical
advances in
Cancun which
may take the
form of an
agreement or
key parts of an
agreement.

April 23: G20
Meeting of Finance,
Ministers. April 24-
25: International
Monetary Fund and
the World Bank
Meeting.
Washington, DC USA.
Both of these groups
focused efforts on
how to generate
funding for global
climate change efforts.

April 18:
Major
Economies
Forum
(MEF).
Washington,
DC USA.  This
group of the
world’s largest
emitters was
reconvened in
2010 by the
U.S. in hopes
of contributing
to the
UNFCCC
process.

May 27: International Conference on Major
Forest Basins Discusses REDD + Finance.
Oslo, Norway.  Advancements were made in
both funding and forest accounting.  Norway
announced a multi-billion dollar forest
preservation initiative with Indonesia.
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June 25-27: G8 Summit and G20 Summit.
Canada. Climate change was on the agenda at
G8, and leaders promised fast-start financing,
but there were no new actual commitments
made.  At the G20, pressure from the Obama
administration led to non-voluntary plans by
countries to trim government subsidies to oil
companies worldwide.

October 9-11:  Annual IMF-
World-Bank Meeting.
Washington, DC USA.  Both are
focusing much more heavily on
the issue of financing for climate
change.

August 2nd-6th: UNFCCC
Intercessional Meeting # 3. Bonn,
Germany. The negotiations will
focus heavily on the new LCA text
prepared during the June Bonn
meeting.

April 9 and 11: UNFCCC
Intercessional. Bonn,
Germany.  The first UN
intercessional since
Copenhagen made progress
on procedural issues,
including providing the chair
with mandate to draft a new
negotiating text as well as two
more meetings in 2010.

November 11 -12: G20 Summit.  Seoul, Korea.
The Korean government will use this summit to
focus heavily on the issues of climate change and
clean energy.

TBD: China.  There will be
one more UNFCCC
meeting falling sometime in
October of this year. China
is likely to host it, providing
yet another example of their
willingness to lead in the
race to clean energy.

April 20-22: People’s
World Conference on
Climate Change and
Mother Earth’s Rights.
Cochabamba, Bolivia.
Prompted by uncertain
progress in Copenhagen,
this summit focused
heavily on the issue of
environmental justice.

May 31 – June 11: UNFCCC
Intercessional Meeting # 2: Bonn,
Germany. This was the first meeting
since Copenhagen where full
negotiations took place. During all but
the closing plenary of the Long Term
Cooperative Action (LCA) track,
where the chair introduced a ‘non-
paper’ that many Parties felt was
unbalanced, there was a positive
attitude and progress was made on a
few issues such as MRV.

July 19-20:  Clean Energy Ministerial (CEM).
Washington, DC USA. The first ever Clean Energy
Ministerial, hosted by Secretary Chu and the DOE,
saw ministers from 24 countries convene and launch
11 clean tech initiatives that are projected to avoid
the building of 500 midsize power plants over the
next 20 years.June 30 -July 1: Next Major

Economies Forum (MEF)
Meeting. Rome, Italy. The
official announcement explains
that parties will convene to build
on the results from Copenhagen
and work toward a successful
outcome in Cancun and beyond.
