An Energy Information Administration (EIA) report this week shows that we can grow the economy and reduce carbon pollution through clean energy and climate legislation for an average of twenty three cents per family per day.  The EIA study of the House-passed American Clean Energy and Security Act found:
· Consumer protection:  The distribution of emissions allowances protects consumers against energy bills.  
· Oil savings: The U.S. would reduce its consumption of oil by 330 million barrels in the year 2030.   

· Economic Growth: Even with these policies in place, the economy would grow by nearly 60% by 2030. 
 
The EIA analysis backs up recent studies by the Congressional Budget Office and the Environmental Protection Agency that also found minimal impacts on families.  The Center on Budget and Policy Priorities has shown that the House-passed ACES bill is especially effective in protecting the lowest-income, most vulnerable, Americans.   
These authoritative, expert studies show there’s no truth to exaggerated, fact-free claims on the costs of clean energy and climate legislation.  Congress can and should pass comprehensive climate and energy legislation this year.
