Global Warming Poses a threat To America.  Congress Must Pass Comprehensive Climate & Energy Legislation that will break our addiction to oil, make us more energy independent, and improve our national security.
· Climate change may cause more than environmental shifts. Because of its human consequences—including widespread hunger, water shortages, forced migrations, and disease—it threatens to undermine global stability and security.
· America’s addiction to oil continues to threaten not only our national security and global environmental health, but also our economic viability.  Comprehensive climate and energy legislation, such as the House-passed bill, will save Americans $17 Billion/yr by 2020.

· The Truman Security Project estimates that for every $5 rise in the price of a barrel of crude oil Putin’s Russia receives more than $18 billion annually, Ahmadinejad’s Iran an additional $7.9 billion annually, and Chavez’s Venezuela an additional $4.7 billion annually. 

· The CNA Report, made up of 11 retired admirals and generals, identified climate change as a “threat multiplier” and called for US investments in global solutions.  "We will pay to reduce greenhouse gas emissions today … or we will pay the price later in military terms.  And that will involve human lives," said retired Gen. Zinni.  
The time to act is now. America must address the national security threats posed by climate change by passing comprehensive climate and energy legislation this year.
